Beyond certification, we are also
working to build systems that welcome instructors from diverse dance backgrounds—whether
they are dancers coming from a social dance background, international dancers, or professionals
transitioning from ballroom into the UCWDC. Our goal is to create pathways that make entry
into the UCWDC supportive, inclusive, and inspiring, while continuing to raise the standard of
instruction across the organization.

e Video Resources — Companion videos for Levels One and Two will be available to make
the certification process more accessible and easy to follow.

o Pathways for Instructors — We are developing systems to welcome instructors from a
variety of dance backgrounds, including:

o Dancers coming from a social dance background
o International dancers
o Ballroom professionals transitioning into the UCWDC
